Message

Mark 4:1-8  NLT

 1 Once again Jesus began teaching by the lakeshore. A very large crowd soon gathered around him, so he got into a boat. Then he sat in the boat while all the people remained on the shore. 2 He taught them by telling many stories in the form of parables, such as this one:

 3 “Listen! A farmer went out to plant some seed. 4 As he scattered it across his field, some of the seed fell on a footpath, and the birds came and ate it. 5 Other seed fell on shallow soil with underlying rock. The seed sprouted quickly because the soil was shallow. 6 But the plant soon wilted under the hot sun, and since it didn’t have deep roots, it died. 7 Other seed fell among thorns that grew up and choked out the tender plants so they produced no grain. 8 Still other seeds fell on fertile soil, and they sprouted, grew, and produced a crop that was thirty, sixty, and even a hundred times as much as had been planted!”

Mark 4:15-20 NLT

15 The seed that fell on the footpath represents those who hear the message, only to have Satan come at once and take it away. 16 The seed on the rocky soil represents those who hear the message and immediately receive it with joy. 17 But since they don’t have deep roots, they don’t last long. They fall away as soon as they have problems or are persecuted for believing God’s word. 18 The seed that fell among the thorns represents others who hear God’s word, 19 but all too quickly the message is crowded out by the worries of this life, the lure of wealth, and the desire for other things, so no fruit is produced. 20 And the seed that fell on good soil represents those who hear and accept God’s word and produce a harvest of thirty, sixty, or even a hundred times as much as had been planted!”
***The seed is God’s Word and the soil is your heart***
***What kind of soil are you?***

Two Main Reasons People Don’t Produce Fruit

1. Pleasures of the world 

2. Trials of life

Talk about how people don’t want to try to do the Word because life is so good for them. Talk about how those kinds of people don’t have time because they are so busy with “stuff”. Ask students how many of them know someone who isn’t living for the Lord because they have it so good.

Talk about how many students will try the Word out in their lives but then bad things happen and they give up.

 22 But don’t just listen to God’s word. You must do what it says. Otherwise, you are only fooling yourselves.

Make It Relevant

· Remind the students the fruit they show at youth group should be the same fruit they show in school, on their athletic team and in their relationships

· Students’ “pleasures of the world” include, video games, media, electronics, friends, sports etc. 

· Students’ trials include bad grades, getting cut from the team, problems with friends and problems at home
